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ARTICLE I - NAME

Section 1.
The name of this organization shall be the Aviation Technician Education Council, also known as ATEC.

ARTICLE II - PURPOSE

Section 1.
The Aviation Technician Education Council is dedicated to fostering aviation maintenance education, including the utilization of current and future technologies in Aviation Maintenance Technician Schools through the liaison of education, industry and regulatory agencies.

ARTICLE III - MEMBERSHIP

Section 1.
There shall be six types of membership:

Institutional Membership is open to any Federal Aviation Administration PART 147 or Air Transport Canada approved educational institution, with a member of the staff of said education institution designated as its representative.

International Institutional Membership is open to any aviation educational institution that is located outside of the United States, its territories and Canada.  A member of the staff of the educational institution shall be designated as its representative.

Individual Membership is open to any individual interested in furthering and supporting the mission of ATEC.

Life Membership, is open to those individuals who have been recognized, nominated, and approved by the Board in recognition of their having made significant contributions over a period of years to ATEC and their educational institutions.

Industry Membership is open to all non educational organizations with mutual interest in participation and support of the advancement of ATEC's purpose as found in Article II.  A member of the staff of said organization shall be designated as its representative.

Honorary Membership, is open to any individual or organization that, in the opinion of the Board, has made an outstanding contribution to the field of aviation maintenance education.  Honorary membership is conferred on a year to year basis by the Board
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Section 2.
At the annual conference, each Institutional Member and International Institutional Member will be permitted one vote, said vote to be cast by the designated representative of the institution. All other membership categories are non voting except as provided in Article IV, Section 1.

Industry members, individual members, life members and honorary members shall participate in all deliberations of the organization and are encouraged to serve in appropriate advisory capacities.

Section 3.
The annual dues of members as defined in Article III, Section 1 will be set by the Board. Life members and honorary members will not be subject to dues assessment.  A statement shall be sent to each member noting the financial obligation.
Section 4.
Any member not satisfying their financial obligation shall be removed from ATEC membership.

ARTICLE IV - BOARD

Section 1.
The Board shall consist of the following members: 

· the three officers pursuant to Article V

· twelve institutional members elected at large with no 

institution, or organizational entity with multiple institutions having more than one member on the Board

· additional honorary, industry and life members, not to 

exceed five (5), as may be appointed by the Board by majority vote on a year-to-year basis
· one emeritus position as may be appointed by the Board by majority vote on a year-to-year basis



Each member of the Board shall be entitled to vote at each Board meeting.

Section 2.
The twelve institutional members of the Board should be elected on the basis of geographical area and type of educational institution (as far as practical). Institutional members should include representatives from each of the four types of institutions, namely vocational/technical institutions, proprietary institutions, community colleges and four year colleges / universities.

Section 3.
Members of the Board will be elected at the annual conference. Candidates will be identified by the Nominating Committee (Article VII, Section 2) or nominations may be made from the floor.  Schools not attending the annual conference may request an election ballot no later than 30 days prior to the annual conference.  Proxy votes must be received no later than 7 business days prior to the conference.  In the event that vacancies occur 
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between annual conferences, replacements may be made by the President with the approval of the majority of the Board.

Section 4.
The Board shall have general supervision over the affairs of the organization between its business meetings.  It is subject to the orders of the organization, and none of its acts shall conflict with the actions taken by the organization.

Section 5.
At least two meetings of the Board shall be held each year: one in the fall, and one in the early spring prior to the general meeting of the organization.  Special meetings may be called by the President or may be called upon the request of seven members of the Board.  Any Board member not attending two consecutive Board meetings may be considered inactive by the Board, and may be dropped from the Board.

Section 6.
The term of each board member shall be four years.  Board members shall hold office on a staggered basis, with three new members elected each year.  No board member shall serve more than two elected consecutive terms.  After serving two consecutive terms, a Board member may run for additional terms after a one year separation from the Board.
Section 7.
Eleven members of the Board shall constitute a quorum.

ARTICLE V - OFFICERS

Section 1.
The officers of the organization shall be:  President, Vice President and Treasurer.  The duties of the secretary shall be performed by the executive director or designated officer.  These officers perform the duties prescribed by these Bylaws and by the parliamentary authority adopted by the organization.

Section 2.
Officers shall be elected by the ATEC board at the annual conference.  Candidates must be nominated by a seated board member and elected with a majority vote of the board members.

Section 3.
The term of office for the President and Vice President shall be two years, from annual conference to annual conference.  The President shall not serve more than two elected consecutive terms as President.  The Vice President shall not serve more than two elected consecutive terms as Vice President.

Section 4.
The term of office for Treasurer shall be two years, from annual conference to annual conference.
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ARTICLE VI - MEETINGS

Section 1.
An annual general meeting shall be held each year, at a time and place designated by the President and subject to the approval of the Board.  Said 
meeting shall include representatives from educational institutions, industry, and the government.

Section 2.
Other meetings may be called as required by the President, and subject to the approval of the Board.

ARTICLE VII - COMMITTEES

Section 1.
The President shall appoint all committees, ad hoc committees and advisory boards, subject to the approval of the Board.

Section 2.
A nominating committee of at least three members, who are not currently being considered for election, shall be appointed by the President.  This committee will place in nomination the names of qualified members for each office, including appropriate Board positions, at least 30 days prior to the annual conference.

Section 3.
The Vice President shall chair the conference committee, which duties include:  arranging and scheduling of the annual conference.  The Vice President may select one or more board members to assist in the arrangements of the annual conference with the approval of the Board.
ARTICLE VIII - PARLIMENTARY AUTHORITY

Section 1.
The rules contained in Robert's Rules of Order, latest edition, shall govern the proceedings of the organization, except in such cases as are covered by the By Laws adopted by the ATEC.

ARTICLE IX - AMENDMENTS OF THE BYLAWS

Section 1.
These Bylaws may be amended at any annual meeting of the organization by a simple majority vote, provided notice was mailed, faxed or otherwise communicated to the current members 30 days prior to the meeting.

ARTICLE X - REGIONAL ORGANIZATION

Section 1.
ATEC institutional members within an FAA region may create an ATEC regional organization.  Non-institutional ATEC members may be members of one or more of the ATEC regional organizations. ATEC institutional members, who are not located in a FAA region or who are located in a FAA region that does not have an ATEC regional organization, may join
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the ATEC regional organization geographically closest to their institution.  The Bylaws of the regional organization shall be in conformance with the ATEC National Bylaws and will be subject to review and approval by the ATEC Board.
Section 2.
Regional groups desiring to form regional ATEC organizations will be developed in the eight areas representing geographically the FAA regional subdivisions.  Any exceptions to this format would have to be presented to the Board and approved by a majority vote of the Board.

Section 3.
ATEC Regional Organizations will be officially identified by the name of the parent organization followed by the appropriate FAA region(s), (i.e. ATECSW).

Section 4.
ATEC Regional Organizations may have as many meetings as they deem necessary each year, but will report on each meeting to the ATEC national office for review by the Board at the next scheduled Board meeting.

Section 5.
ATEC Regional Organizations may submit an annual report of their activities to the Board of Directors at the Annual Conference.

ARTICLE XI - FISCAL YEAR

Section 1.
The ATEC's fiscal year shall run from December 1 to November 30.
