The Start Pac power supplies are available in three models from 25 amps to 105 amps, 28.5 volts DC output. The units are small and the heaviest weighs 20 pounds which allows the unit to be moved easily without need for wheels, tugs or forklifts. The value of this power supply is $435.00. The Start Pac units are totally protected electrically from over voltage, under voltage, temperature, and overload. They have no duty cycle and can be run at 105% power continuously.
